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THE LAWYER'S OFFICE

A young lawyer of some success believes that the efficiency and environment of her current office area detrimental to her ability to attract a more sophisticated client.  She has asked you as an interior designer to make design studies and recommendations for certain areas within her office complex. 

She thinks that it is important that she understand the reasoning behind your recommendations and therefore has asked you to include in your presentation several layouts of each space with explanations of your investigations leading to your recommendations.

The spaces to be investigated and the program of minimum furniture and equipment requirements is as follows:

Reception Area

Reception Desk, 30" x 72" with telephone switchboard and typewriter stand


Secretarial chair


Lounge seating for four

Lounge table


Coat closet for 24 coats

3 layouts required
Lawyer’s office

Desk


Swivel chair


Seating for five visitors


Credenza, 6 lin. ft., minimum


File drawers, 12 lin. ft., minimum

3 layouts required
Clerical Pool:  Four work stations, each containing the following:


Desk (30" x 60") with return (24" x 36")


Computer with printer on return


Secretarial Chair


Side chair without arms


File drawer, 9 lin. ft. of file space, minimum

3 layouts required
Presentation:  20" x 30" boards


Floor plans of each scheme for each room at 1/4" = 1'‑0" scale (9 plans total)

Final detailed floor plans for selected scheme for each room at 1/2" = 1'‑0" scale.


Isometric drawing for selected scheme for each room at 1/4" = 1'‑0" scale.


Color and Material board showing all materials, colors, and furniture to be used.



Materials include floor finishes, wall coverings, trim materials, paint or stain colors, upholstery, drapery and shades or blinds materials, etc.
